Leprosy is one of the most cruel diseasas by which-mankind is struck. It is a ruthless monster which
artacks a person and then leaves him bereft of all happiness and well being, Already distressed by
such a-dizease, leprosy affected peaple are treated with contempt in the society, Their miserable
plight is worséned further by the harassment and ill-treatment which they receive from people around
them. Even their famfly-iembers feel ashamed of them and refusc to accept them. Such reasons
force them to cither go away from their family or commit suicide,

Chwing to the misconceptions prevailing in the Indian Society, these people are treated as aljens. They
are forced to live in separale accommodalions created for the leprosy affected peaple, People consider
leprosy to be a cominunicable disease, which is not true. Leprosy is characterized by red patches on
the skin, thickening of nerves: loss of sensation in some particular body parts, and in extreme CHSES,
permanent deformity of limbs may be csused, Leprosy is cansed by slow growing micro bacteria,
exact knowledge about which is yet to be determined. These micro bacteria may remain dormant
inside the hody of a person for years, causing no harm to him, unless his defense mechanism becomes
very weak, It is only then that the lack of proper knowledge and education about the discase that
people become so frightened of this disease. They think even to uching a leprosy affected person may
be harmful. Such is the plight of leprosy affected people in the Indian society,

The Government has started programmes like leprosy rehahilitation programme. to recognize and
provide medical and financial aid to leprosy affected pecple. But no government plans or programmes
can have a genuine impact unless the general public is actively involved in it. Even as several NGOy
and voluntary organizations are playing an active part in helping the leprosy struck peaple, there is the
need for awareness and realization of the consequences of the disease. Every person must try to do
his bit in helping such unfortunate individuals. The family members of a leprosy patient should treat
him with care and love, which is what he, needs the most from them, Even school children and college
students can play a great role. The student community at large, should come to the aid of such peaple,
conduet rehabilitation programmes, organize speeches and road shows for awareness and use the
youth power for a good cavse. The media also has » major role lo play. Mass media like the television,
newspapers, magasines ete should promote avwaraness and knowledge concerning the discase and ask
people to treat such people with respect and regard, These pecple are one of us so why consider them
inferior ? :

Mother Teresa once =aid, “At the end of our life, we shall mot be judged by how much mMOoney we
earned or how many diplomas we received. We shall be Judged by “T was hungry, and you gave me
food, I was sad and yvou gave me happy moments, [ was lonely and ¥ou gave me company, hungry not
for food but for regard, sad not because of lack of resources. hut lack of peace of mind, lonsly not
because of being along, but lonely beeause no one wants me™.

These peaple in turn can contact
numerous other people and we can virtually form a whole human network dedicated to the awareness
ahout the disease.

1 was given a work in a warchouse by the caretaker of the
lepers’ house, The wages given 1o me were not enough to fulfill my needs, So, | had to beg. | was
treated as untouchable by the people around me. They treated me like some dirty worm. MNobody
was there (o understand my feelings.

So unable to live peacefully, I tried 1o give up oy life by plunging into a river. Bul a saint standing
there told me not to give up hope. 1 understood life sheuld always be used for a noble cause., [ went
back to the leper house and cxpressed my wish to work as a helper there and help the lepers 10
recover, All were happy with my service and | too started enjoying my sorronwTul life.

Anyone is nol inlerior to anyone just because of the physical condition. It is our heart which makes
us superior. 1 had to struggle in my whole life. But people should understand that several lives arc
ruincd because of their ignorance. So, we should treat all our [ellow beings wilh utmost love, care
and kindness.
